
 
 
 

Deadline approaching for pitch competitions 
at 2007 WIFT International Summit in July 

 

(TORONTO – Wednesday, July 5, 2007) The deadline for submissions for the S-VOX 
and SUN TV Pitch Competition at the 2007 WIFT International Summit is fast 
approaching. You must submit your pitch by Monday, July 9, 2007 at 5pm EST. 

The SUN TV Convergence Pitch, presented in partnership with SUN TV, will allow 
participants the chance to submit an email pitch for a television project to 
representatives of SUN TV. The most suitable concepts will be selected to pitch in 
person in front of an audience at the 2007 WIFT International Summit. Up to $10,000 
will be awarded in development funds to a winning pitch. Pitches selected for 
presentation at the SUN TV Convergence Pitch will be contacted directly in order to 
prepare for the pitching session. Representatives from SUN TV at the 2007 WIFT 
International Summit will include Derek Luis, Executive Director, Independent 
Production; and Don Gaudet, General Manager of Programming.  

S-VOX is Canada 's foremost provider of multimedia content on spirituality and 
personal growth. Registered participants will have the chance to submit an email pitch 
for a television project to representatives of S-VOX's flagship television network, 
VisionTV. Four producers will be selected to pitch their project in front of an audience 
at the S-VOX Pitch Session on Tuesday, July 17. Pitches selected for presentation will be 
contacted directly in order to prepare for the pitching session. The winning pitch will 
receive $5,000 in development funds.  

The winners of the pitching competitions will be announced at the closing ceremonies 
on Thursday, July 19, 2007 at 12pm in the Queen's Park Ballroom.
